 Smoke Alarms checked and fitted

 Home Security Checks

 Energy efficiency advice

 Practical tasks for example; changing
light bulbs, securing carpets and rugs,
removing and hanging curtains, checking
stair rails are secure and appropriate,
installing key safes, path and door access
clearance and securing tap washers to
reduce dripping taps.

The Service will also, with your permission,
make referrals to our partners for additional
services and support that may benefit you for
example Telecare Installations.
