The Trust undertook a Phase 1 Ecological Survey of the area during 2006 which was reported in
June of that year. This gave some outline comments regarding the future development of the area in
regard to nature conservation issues. These form the basis of the following comments:

There are some general principles which we would recommend should form part of the overall
design concept for the area. Within the AAP boundary there is one designated Wildlife Site (SD281
Woodville Pond) but efforts to establish ownership of this site and gain access for survey work
have so far drawn a blank. However, from a distance the site appears to be degraded and even
possibly lost. Despite this there is other wetland interest in the area in the form of ditches, streams
and ponds.

We would recommend that some of the area should remain undeveloped and be managed beneficially
for biodiversity. This should involve some wildlife habitat creation. As the site is located within the
National Forest woodland planting would be appropriate but there is already a considerable amount

of new planting in the immediate locality. We would therefore recommend that other habitats should
be considered. New wetland would be particularly recommended as this would complement existing
ponds and could form part of a Sustainable Drainage Scheme for the development area.

Options 2 and 3 show reclamation of the Old Railway Route into a Key Green Corridor route. The
creation of any green corridor is always to be welcomed. During the 2006 survey it was noted that
there was already a "green lane" running northwards into the area from the junction between
Occupation Lane and Moira Road. We would encourage the retention of this feature which could be
enhanced and extended to join the proposed "Green Corridor Route".

Within the area there are many areas of post industrial land containing ephemeral and pioneer
vegetation which can potentially be of considerable importance for invertebrate assemblages. As this
is a transitional habitat, development of this area will most likely result in the loss of this brownfield
habitat. However there is scope to incorporate this type of feature within development design using
"green roofs" and careful design of infrastructure areas such as parking land and industrial units etc.

If there is a willingness to incorporate these suggestions within the overall vision of the area it is
important that at an early stage this is recognised, in order to ensure that inclusion occurs early in the
LDF planning process and that a "joined up" approach is taken rather than small piecemeal
contributions arising from individual developments in the area. This process would be in accordance
with recommendations within PPS12 which suggests that AAPs may be used to identify key areas
where biodiversity gains are to be sought.

Beyond specific issues concerning nature conservation biodiversity we would strongly recommend
that any new development should be designed to be environmentally friendly. All development should
be energy efficient and, subject to any unknown environmental constraints, there should be a strong
element of renewable energy usage such as solar energy (for both heating and micro-generation)

and other technologies such as ground source heat pumps.

The Phase 1 survey was only intended to provide a concise overview of any nature conservation
interest in the area. It does not provide an evidence base against which future development of the
area can be assessed. It is therefore important that as the AAP develops it is underpinned by a more
detailed assessment of the biodiversity of the area.
